Slightly
over 56 per cent of the dicesan priests
polled indicated they favored o change to
optional celibacy: slightly over 40 per

CRITICIZES ABUSES

Delegates 1o the convention, gathered
from all corners of the globe. heard the
keynoter cutline the Inyman's role in the
post-Vatican [I world: "We must fnally
persuade the Church Hierarchy that we
are with them, not as meek children, but
s responsible collaborstors™

Christians should welcome rather
than fear change, for it is n part of
the “ongoing process of creation,”
Kerstiens told the international wudi-
ence.
